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You will receive a Visitor Registration Receipt. Your Guest Credentials will be sent via SMS and Email. Once 

received, enter your Guest Credentials by clicking this link. Your username will be your email address. Your

7. If you receive a certificate error, select continue to this website.  

8. To access guest@ccac after the password has expired, you must Self Register again. 

9. To access guest@ccac on a cell phone, Wi-Fi should be on, select guest@ccac and then click connect.
